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Guaranteed premiums
Three policies are available, offering a
guaranteed level premium for either 10, 20, or
30 years, depending on the policy term 
you choose. 

10-Year Level Term
Premiums are guaranteed to remain the 
same during the initial 10-year premium
period. After the first 10 policy years, 
the policyowner has the option to renew 
annually, at a guaranteed rate, up to age 95.
This policy can be issued from ages 18–64.

20-Year Level Term 
Premiums are guaranteed to remain the 
same during the initial 20-year premium 
period. After the first 20 policy years, 
the policyowner has the option to renew 
annually, at a guaranteed rate, up to age 95.
This policy can be issued from ages 18–60.

30-Year Level Term 
Premiums are 
guaranteed to 
remain the 
same during 
the initial 30-
year premium 
period. After 
the first 30 
policy years, 
the policy- 
owner has the 
option to renew
annually, at a guaranteed rate, up to age 95.
This policy can be issued from ages 18–50
(18–45 in the state of Washington).

Conversion option
A policyowner may choose to convert an existing
American Family Life term life insurance policy
to one of American Family Life’s permanent life
insurance policies during a specified conversion
period as indicated in the policy. No medical
examination or proof of insurability is required for
conversions up to the same amount of coverage.
A conversion credit may also be available on the
new permanent policy.

Renewable
Our level term policies may be renewed for
additional one-year terms of coverage up to
the policy anniversary nearest age 95. Renewal
does not require a medical examination or
proof of insurability.

American Family Life offers four non-nicotine
use rate classes: Super Select, Select, Preferred
and Non-Nicotine. In addition, two nicotine
use rate classes are offered: Preferred Nicotine
and Nicotine.

Optional benefits
Waiver of Premium Benefit Rider

By purchasing this optional coverage, the
premiums will be waived if the primary
insured becomes totally disabled for a period
of 180 consecutive days or more prior to age
60 as a result of a covered disability, as
defined in the rider. Premiums will be
waived during the disability up to the policy
anniversary closest to age 95.

Children’s Insurance Rider

This optional rider provides $10,000 of
coverage on natural, adopted and step-
children of the primary insured. The
premium is the same regardless of the
number of children covered. If a child is
covered under this rider, coverage ends at
age 25.

If the child insured is between ages 18 and
25, he/she may convert the coverage subject
to a maximum of $50,000 of permanent
insurance.

If the primary insured dies while this rider 
is in force, each child insured under this 
rider will receive Paid-Up Term To Age 25
life insurance. 

Accidental Death Benefit Rider

This optional coverage provides an
additional death benefit up to age 65 if 
death occurs from an “accident” as defined
in the rider.

Accelerated Death Benefit Rider

This rider allows the policyowner to receive
up to 75% of the available death benefit to 
a maximum of
$250,000, should
the primary
insured be
diagnosed as
terminally ill with
an anticipated life
span of twelve
months* or less.
This rider carries
no additional
premium.
